Septarians. Septarians were formed during the Cretaceous period. Septarians are nodules formed
inside a mud ball. They are composed of Calcite (the yellow centers), Aragonite (the brown lines)
and the outer gray rock is limestone. Occasionally, a fossil or part of a fossil which started the
formation of the septarian is noticeable in the rock.
