Participants will be expected to carry 
the stakes (4ft 4x4's), sledge hammers, electric drills and metal stakes across rough terrain over an 
80 acre area.

Equipment or Tools 
Recommended or Required:

For the re-staking we will need members with a GPS unit, battery operated electric drill/screw driver, 
and a four pound sledge hammer (or greater if desired).  For collecting you will need tweezers, a 
small container (prescription or film container), knee pads, sunscreen, food and lots of water.  For 
those of you who want to use screens a half inch and quarter inch screen is recommended.  Yam 
will bring the stakes, the metal stakes to be driven into the ground, screws and stake location 
information.Availability of Water and 

Sanitary Facilities:
None.  Bring water and food.  There are no services once you leave Hartsel, CO which is about 25 
miles away.
