Flatirons Mineral Club’s trip up North Table Mountain to collect zeolites and other minerals on Saturday, April 23.  Details are below. 
North Table Mountain is a world-renown site for collecting zeolites.  We will park at the base of the mountain and hike up to the collecting site.  The hike is about 3/4 mile, climbing about 700 feet in elevation.  This is a great trip for kids, as everyone will find nice specimens to take home.  Children must be accompanied by an adult.

When: Saturday, April 23, from 9:00 am until you get tired.  Note:  If there is snow on the ground, we will postpone the trip two weeks to may 7.

Where: Outside of Golden, Colorado.

Who: Any junior or Pebble Pup. Parents, guardians, grandparents, or adults that enjoy children. Members of the FMC will be there, but we will be emphasizing kids on this trip.

What: Thomsonite, analcime, chabazite, and some calcite are common.  

Bring: Rock pick, heavy hammer, and chisel, eye protection, bag or day pack to carry out your finds, toilet paper and newspaper to wrap your fragile specimens, sturdy hiking shoes, clothing appropriate for the weather, water, sunscreen, hat, and other sun protection, lunch

Facilities: There are none at the site.  You’ll need to find a nearby bush or tree.

Directions: Meet at the Park-n-Ride on Ward Road, just north of I-70 in Wheat Ridge at 9 a.m.  Because of limited parking, we will car pool from there to the base of North Table Mountain.
